What are we going to do in here?

Grading: 
Being graded can be scary. But relax, you have all the power because I don’t give grades – you *earn* them. So, earn yourself a good one! You’ll need it, because at least two consecutive years of the same foreign language are required for high school graduation and three or four years look even better on a college application!

Frequent homework assignments are very important in a foreign language class.  Students need practice to achieve proficiency and daily effort is essential.  If assignments are not turned in or are only partially completed, grades will suffer.  All I ask is that each student makes his/her best effort.  All assignments are due the day after they are assigned with the exception of a long-term project.
 I DO NOT accept late work; so come to class prepared! Grades will be comprised of:

40% assessments (tests, quizzes, projects) 

30% homework and daily work 
20% midterm exam
10% participation
